THE PROCEDURE OF THE LESSON
I. INTRODUCTION

1 .Greeting

Teacher: Good morning, children. 
Pupils: Good morning.
Teacher: Nice to see you.
Pupils: Nice to see you.
Teacher: How are you today?

Pupils: I am fine. How are you?
Teacher: I am good. Thank you. Today we have a lot of guests at our lesson. Do you like to sing?

 2.Warm up.

Teacher: Let’s sing together

Teacher: The topic of our lesson today is "My pets. Colours". And we are going to play lexical games, to work on the words on the topic, we'll remember grammar structure “I have got” and we will learn grammar structures “He/She has got…”. We will do different activities to develop your listening and speaking skills. So, let's start!
II.    THE MAIN PART OF THE LESSON

2.1. Lexical drills. Working on the Topical Vocabulary  “Colours”.

Teacher: Let’s remember colours. Open your books on page 37 Ex.1 . Point and say.




2.2. Game “Magic Box”

Teacher: Pupils, do you like games?

Pupils: Yes.

Teacher: OK. Let’s play a game. I have a magic box. You need to come up and to pull out something and to name the colour.

Pupil: Green

Teacher: Do you like green?

Pupil: Yes, I do \ No, I don’t.
2.3. Game “Touch the colour”

Teacher: Do you like to play games? I have prepared one more game. Look around the classroom. Do you see colours flashcards attached to different objects? I need seven volunteers to play this game. I will name the colour and you have to come up to this colour and touch it.
2.4. Relaxation.

Teacher: Let’s have a little rest! Stand up, please.

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Teacher: You are very good! I see that you can pronounce the words correctly.
2.6. Lexical Drills. Working on the Topical Vocabulary “Pets”
Teacher: Look at these different pets. I want you to make up sentences using grammar structure “I have got a ….”.  Raise your hand to show that you are ready.
2.7. Singing the song. Having a Break. 

Teacher: Are you tired? Let`s sing a song “Colours!”.

Blue, blue – show  your  shoe!

Yellow, yellow – shake like jello!

2.8. Working on the Grammar Structure “ He/She has got a …..” Listening.
Teacher: Look at the blackboard. Let`s remember. Коли нам потрібно сказати про те, що ми маємо, тоді ми говоримо ….. help me please…. I have got a …. .

2.9. Actualization. Playing a guessing game.

Teacher: Turn over your pages. Now, please, page 38, ex. 3. Let`s play a guessing game. You have to follow the dots and tell me what  he/she has. Who is ready to speak raise your hand.
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2.10. Relaxation.
Teacher: Let’s have some rest! Stand up! Repeat after me, please.
My hands upon my head I place.
Then on shoulders, then on back.

Then I raise them up and high
And make my fingers quickly fly.

Hands on shoulders, hands on back,

Hands on stomach, hands on neck.

2.11. Work book.

Teacher: Open your work books on page 18. What pets do you see?

Pupils: a dog, a cat, a rabbit, a fish. 

Teacher: You need to colour the pets according to my instructions. I will say what pencil to take and what pet to colour. Be attentive. Take yellow pencil and colour the fish. Take black pencil and colour the rabbit. Take grey pencil and colour the cat. Take brown pencil and colour the dog.
Teacher: Good job. And now make up sentences. She has got a pet. It is a dog. It is brown. He has got a pet. It is a cat. It is grey. She has got a pet. It is a rabbit. It is black. He has got a pet. It is a fish. It is yellow.
2.12.  Learning the song. 

Teacher: You were great. Now it is high time to sing a song. First have a look at ex.4, page 38. You see some finger toys. You watch and listen. Than sing along with CD.
